Reading with your child at home can easily become stressful and
frustrating if you feel that your child is not learning to read as fast as you
expect.

To help
with this you might:

offer alternative reading material, e.g. internet, magazines etc;
read at different times of the day or week;

share reading activities and interact with the text together;
share the problem with your child's teacher; we are here to
help!
