Literacy:

This term in literacy our main focus will
be on stories, we will be looking at a
range of stories with under the sea /

settings. We will be focusing on the

concepts of stories such as beginning, middle and end.
We will also be looking at the conventions of
sentences and working a lot on punctuation. It is very
important that your child understands and uses
capital letters and full stops in sentences correctly.
We are also beginning to look at question marks,
exclamation marks and commas in lists.

We believe that if a child can not say a sentence
clearly and accurately they will not be able to record
it, therefore we will be doing a large number of
speaking and listening activities. Throughout the term
we will also be looking at instructions, information
texts, poetry and traditional tales with a twist.

Reading and phonics:

Reading and phonics are high on our agenda this year.
We wil?be focusing closely on the different spelling
patterns your child has for their weekly spellings as
well as revisiting different phonic families. Children
should use their phonetic knowledge to read and then
apEIy this to their writing too. Year 2 children will
take part in the phonics screening test that usually
takes part in Year 1. They will be expected to read
real and alien (made up) words using their phonetical
knowledge, so it is very important that they continue
with their daily reading.

Your child will also continue to read individually twice
a week. Please make sure you sign your child's reading
record with the page number each fime you read.
